If breathing is difficult, remove to fresh air and keep at rest in a position comfortable for breathing.

Immediately evacuate personnel to safe areas. Keep unnecessary personnel away. Keep people
away from and upwind of spill/leak. Keep out of low areas. Wear appropriate protective equipment
and clothing during clean-up. Avoid skin contact and inhalation of vapors during disposal of spills.
Fully encapsulating, vapor protective clothing should be worn for spills and leaks with no fire. Do
not touch damaged containers or spilled material unless wearing appropriate protective clothing.
